The Chair thanked the resident for the considerable work and research they had undertaken in relation to the application.

02/2026/24	TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON THE THREE TIERED PLANTER

	The Clerk advised Members that she had spoken with RMBC regarding the proposed location for the tiered planter. RMBC confirmed that the land in question is unadopted and, therefore, the Parish Council does not require a licence to install the planter at the identified location on the verge.

	It was RESOLVED that the Clerk contacts Hobsons Nurseries and advises them that the Parish Council wishes to go ahead with the order for the tiered planter.

02/2026/25 	TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON THE TRAFFIC TRAVELLING THOUGH THE ESTATE

The Clerk advised Members that she had not yet received a response from Traffic Management regarding the matter previously raised. She further advised that a new Head of Service was due to commence in post shortly and that she would forward the outstanding correspondence to them once they had taken up their position.

02/2026/26	TO DISCUSS THE TOILETS AT THE CENTENARY HALL

Members discussed the condition of the toilets at the Centenary Hall and agreed that the walls required repainting.

The toilet doors were also considered. In the ladies’ toilets, it was suggested that one of the cubicle doors would function better if re-hinged to open in the opposite direction. Members further discussed the positioning of the door locks and agreed that these should be relocated higher on the doors to prevent young children from accidentally locking themselves inside.

It was RESOLVED that the Clerk speaks with the Caretaker about the work required.		

02/2026/27	TO DISCUSS AND AGREE A COMMUNITY SCARECROW TRAIL

	The Clerk advised Members that, in a previous role, she had organised a Scarecrow Trail which had proven to be very successful. She suggested that a similar event could potentially be organised for the community of Hellaby.

The Clerk explained that this would be a free community event, proposed to take place during the summer holidays. Participating households would be invited to build their own scarecrow and display it outside their property on specified dates and times. Members of the public would then be able to follow the trail and vote for the scarecrow they considered to be the best.
